AFRICA’S

Within my short 18 years
of life, I have had the privilege
of witnessing the Renaissance
of the African continent; a re-
markable evolution of the dust
swept land of dilapidated straw
huts and swollen-bellied chil-
dren with haunting eyes into the
worlds’ fastest growing econo-
my, a landmass of great cities,
technological advancement and
robust infrastructure.

How did Africamake such ami-
raculous transition from a conti-
nent defined by civil war and
starvation into a maturing econ-
omy, possessing many citizens
who would be well within their
rights to pity those most harshly
impacted by the Eurozone crisis
in Greece, or Cyprus?

The answer is that it didn’t. It
never had to. Like millions of
other Western youth, my concep-
tion of the worlds’ second larg-
est continent had been deeply
flawed.

The popular portrayal of mod-
ern Africa by conventional West-
ern media falls egregiously short
of reality, leaving each succes-
sive generation with little more
than a caricature of war-lords,
bare-chested women and impov-
erished children.

Maybe an unfortunate reality of
a supply and demand driven me-
diaisthat sensationalism tendsto
be rewarded, while long and tedi-
ous reports from the World Eco-
nomic Forum are condemned to
be half-heartedly skimmed into
obscurity. Either way the fact re-

mains that our medias’ attention
disproportionately fixates on vio-
lent conflict and the misery that
accompanies it and while doing
so, completely neglects the con-
tinents startling socio-economic
development in the last twenty
years.

And “startling” is not an exag-
geration. Africa’s real GDP has
skyrocketed 20% in the last dec-
ade alone, and is expected to rise
by 6% annually over the next ten
years, a feat that would give even
China a run for its’ money dur-
ing its peak of growth in the mid
2000’s. [1]

Democracies have increased
8-fold since the end of the cold
war, and along with the increased
political transparency and ac-
countability came exponentially
more effective management of
the continents rich natural re-
Sources.

Over the last decade trade with
China has risen from 11 billion
a year to 166 billion, and less
and less of that money is end-
ing up in the wallets of corrupt
government officials, instead be-
ing invested in public works and
infrastructure. These profits have
brought about the rise of the Afri-
can metropolis; a large chunk of
the population now live in urban
areas with skylines easily dwarf-
ing Ottawa’s, defying the tradi-
tional perspective that Africas’
greatest distinctions are only
found on the safari. Many coun-
tries have even done away with
public school fees (Thus denying
the next generation of the inces-
sant World Vision TV ads that so
disproportionately distorts our
perspectives).

There exist 3 cell phones for
every four people, and growing
industrial output is alowing for
accessibility to commodities at
a level that outpaces even India.
(2]

Yet despite these phenomenal

achievements, despite the World
Bank announcing that almost
half of Sub-Saharan African
states had reached the status of
a middle-income country, West-
ern media still prefers to associ-
ate Africa with Ebola outbreaks,
poverty, civil war, hell even the
lion king-anything except its’ re-
markable economic turn-around.

In just the past two years for-
eign direct investment rose by
5%, totalling out at $50 Billion,
while investment in the rest of
the world plummeted by 18%.
The World Economic Forum met
in Ethiopia’s capital to declare:
No doubt, Africa is on the brink
of a major transformation — the
continent is home to seven of
the  world’s 10 fastest grow-
ing economies...[it] is ballasted
by macroeconomic and political
stability, rich natural resources,
agrowing consumer base, strong
retail markets and a young popu-
lation. Around the globe, compa-
nies and countries are turning to
Africa’s promise. [3]

Yet did we hear about
that? Did we hear about com-
panies from the Silicone valley
flocking to Kenya to study and
invest in its rapid developments
In communication and informa-
tion technologies?

No. Instead they gave us Kony
2012.

Perhaps the medias’ over-em-
phasis of poverty and violence
Is a dlight. Perhaps the fact that
the defining moment of Africa in
2012 was an inactive Ugandan
warlord who had not been seen
in 4 years was the unfortunate
reality of a system that rewards
sensationalism.

But the complete and ut-
ter failure of the mediato recog-
nize the justified optimism that
the rest of the world has for the
African continent is not. This is
an inexcusable silence, and it is
deafening.
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Affectionately referred
to as the “castle” and located
in the heart of Ottawa, The Vic-
toria Memorial Museum is the
home of the Canadian Museum
of Nature. Designated in 1986
by Parks Canada, the museum
is ranked as the third most im-
portant building in Canada’s
heritage, behind only the Li-
brary and the Centre Block of
Parliament. Shortly after, the
building received formal rec-
ognition as a national heritage
building in 1990 by the Federal
Heritage Buildings Review Of-
fice. The Victoria Memorial
Museum was the first “mod-
ern” museum constructed in
Canada for the sole purpose
of being a museum. When the
doors of the museum opened
in 1912, the structure housed
the National Gallery of Canada
and the Geological Survey, and
the first exhibits were based on
the work of the first director of
the Geological Survey, William
Logan. The Victoria Memorial
Museum was also briefly home
to Parliament, after the fire that
destroyed the Centre Block in
1916. However, the museum’s
history began long before the
building was constructed.

In 1856, Sir William
Logan, the first Director of
Canada’s Geological Survey,
was authorized to establish a
Geologica Museum that would
be open to the public. Estab-
lished first in Montreal, the
Headquarters of the Geologi-
cal Survey arrived in Ottawa to
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The Architecture of Ottawa
Holly Parrinello
- ARCH III -

the former Clarendon Hotel in
1880. The arrival of the Survey
in Ottawa coincided with end
of the 19th century industriali-
zation and economic growth for
Canada as a whole. This growth
coincided with the pre-WW1
museum boom in major cities
across Europe and the United
States. Thinking about how
symbols of artistic and academ-
ic institutions would affect the
view of Ottawa as a major city,
Parliament authorized design
and construction of a museum
to honour the 64 year reign of
Queen Victoria, which ended
that year. The design of the
museum fell to the Dominion’s
Chief Architect, David Ewart,
of the Federal Department of
Public Works. Beginning his
work with the Department of
Public Works in 1871 at the age
of 25, Ewart designed four oth-
er major public buildings be-
tween 1900-1914. The Victoria
Memorial Museum, however,
was by far his most ambitious
design. With the design for
this grand institution finalised,
ground was broken in 1905 and
300 Scottish stonemasons were
brought in to work. But before
the design was even begun, Ew-
art took a research trip to Eu-
rope in 1901, and was inspired
by the grand structures of vary-
ing styles. This European influ-
ence can be found most promi-
nently in the four storey atrium.
A grand staircase reaches the
second floor galleries, a design
also found at the National Mu-

seum in Stockholm, Sweden,
built 1886. The influence is
also seen the Beaux-Arts com-
position of the symmetrically
arranged rooms, common to the
19th Century buildings of Paris
where the Ecole de Beaux-Arts
was founded. Despite the heavy
European influence  Ewart
brought with him from his re-
search trip, the Victoria Memo-
rial Museum was one of the first
public buildings to incorporate
into the decoration plants and
animals native to Canada. The
motifs feature in the windows,
as part of the stonework on both
the interior and the exterior, in
the highly embellished decora-
tion on the interior, and in the
two stone moose heads that
guard the main entrance. Core
construction of the museum
was completed in 1910, and
in 1912 the Victoria Memorial
Museum opened its doors.

The Victoria Memo-
rial Museum was originally
intended to mirror the Centre
Block of Parliament, located
directly north of the museum.
The two buildings share simi-
lar stonework, and at one point,
shared a similar tower. Located
at the entrance of the symmetri-
cally organized plan, the tower
included a clock and a spire.
However, the unstable ground
was not taken into account by
the architect, and the tower
was visibly sinking before it
was completed. Modifications
were made to the design by
both the architect and the engi-

neers working on the project in
1907, but they did not prevent
any difficulties. Cracks began
to appear in the foundation, and
workers refused to step foot in
the basement for fear of flying
stones sheared from stress. The
tower was completed according
to design, but in 19135, it began
to separate significantly from
the building, and had to be re-
moved. The main entrance was
now shortened 80 feet, and the
architectural feature tying the
museum to Parliament was
gone. The building continued to
sink until 1969, when extensive
stabilization work was finally
done.

For the initial design of
the Victoria Memorial Muse-
um, the Dominion’s Chief Ar-
chitect David Ewart broke with
the strict tradition of Victorian
Gothic, used by his predecessor
Thomas Fuller on the Parlia-
ment buildings. Ewart’s struc-
tures are much heavier, being
described as Tudor-Gothic with
Beaux-Arts features, or con-
forming to a Scottish Baronial
style. The Beaux-Arts princi-
ples, based on the curriculum
of the Ecole de Beaux-Arts in
Paris, can be seen in the sym-
metrical organization of the
facade and the main interiors
of the building, including the
placement of the windows, as
well as its park-like setting. The
heavier, balanced massing feels
almost Romanesque, while the
easily distinguishable entrance
and the axial plan of the build-
ing conforms to Beaux-Arts
princlples. The main entrance
of the museum includes a set
of triple arches with elaborate
decorative stonework, express-
ing the Gothic style. The motifs
of the stained glass of the win-
dows as well as the decorative
tracery around them is consist-
ent with the decoration on the
interior and the exterior of the
museum, a characteristic of the
Gothic style. The museum’s ex-
terior was done with stones of
different sizes laid in broken
courses, another characteris-
tic that is consistent with the
Gothic style. Because if these
conflicting characteristics, the
Victoria Memorial Museum
can be argued as essentially a
Beaux-Arts style building with
a Gothic cladding. However,
it is the decorative stonework
that uses native plants and ani-
mals that makes the museum a
uniquely Canadian building.

In October of 2006,
the museum reached a major
milestone; the halfway point
in the extensive restoration
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of the structure, as well as the
re-opening on the West Wing
of the museum. Work began
in 2004, with extensive struc-
tural demolition and removal
of interior finishes and sec-
tions of floor. The restoration
also included was a complete
conversion of electrical and
mechanical systems and the
installation of a steel endoskel-
eton to bring the entire building
up to modern building codes.
A large masonry restoration
was undertaken to preserve the
heritage value of the building.
The architects and engineers of
the restoration implemented a
seven step “cure” for the mu-
seum, which addressed issues
of architecture, infrastructure,
conservation, structure, exhi-
bitions, amenities, and exte-
rior. Solutions to these issues
included installation of an in-
terior wall that maintains envi-
ronment conditions, protecting
both the exhibits and the stone-
work from damage, the addi-
tion of the Nature Boutique and
a group entrance, and landscap-
ing of the grounds. The com-
pletion of the Queen’s Lantern
in 2010 marked the end of the
restoration project.

The Queen’s Lantern, a
four storey tower located at the
top of the main entrance of the
museum, stands where the orig-
inal tower once stood 100 years
earlier. In the original design of
the museum by David Ewart,
the grand staircase in the atri-
um provided access to only the
second floor, with staircases in
each wing that allowed access
to the third and fourth floors.
However, modifications could
not be made to the atrium to
add staircases because of the
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heritage value. Plans were then
made for the Lantern, that now
houses 4 staircases that facili-
tates the flow of visitors from
floor to floor of the museum
easily. Worried about the weight
of the new structure on the ma-
sonry walls of the entrance,
the steel structure of the tower
hangs from a newly constructed
roof that is cantilevered off of
the new concrete interior walls
of the museum. Four steel col-
umns provide structure for the
roof, and 160 panes of glass as
well as 120 glass fins form the
transparent box of the lantern.
In addition to serving a func-
tional purpose to the museum,
the Queen’s Lantern provides
a look into the museum’s past
and the original intent of the ar-
chitect.

Though the building
itself has gone through signifi-
cant renovations and modifi-
cations since it first opened
its doors in 1912, the Victoria
Memorial Museum stands as
a symbol of national heritage.
With the recognizable motifs of
native plants and animals, the
stonework that mirrors that of
Parliament, and the modern ad-
dition of the Queen’s Lantern,
the structure is right at home
in the heart of Ottawa’s built
environment. Now exclusively
housing the Museum of Nature,
with over 250 000 visitors per
year, the museum still reflects
the relevance of symbols of
academic ingtitutions as it did
when it was built. The style,
the circumstances under which
it was conceived, and the in-
stitutions it housed, makes the
Victoria Memorial Museum a
uniquely Canadian building.

Trapped in the
house they once owned in life
and facing living with the new
obnoxious owns they turn to a
haunting expert, Beetlejuice
the ghost with the most (played
by Michael Keaton of Batman
fame). The ‘“used car sales-
man” of the undead, Beetle-
juice promises to rid the house
of the living in exchange for
being released. Stuck in a liv-
ing-mindset, Adam questions
Beetlejuice’s qualifications.
Adam: What are your qualifica-
tions?
Beetlejuice: Ah. Well... T at-
tended Juilliard... I'm a gradu-
ate of the Harvard business
school. I travel quite extensive-
ly. I lived through the Black
Plague and had a pretty good
time during that. I’ve seen the

Going by appearances
the afterlife is quite easy pro-
vided you read the manual

I began this review by
discussing how horror films

slowly began to add elements of
humour. One series in particu-
lar, The Evil Dead, seemingly
stumbled across this blend re-
sulting in a true cult classic
Army of Darkness (1992). The
first movie Evil Dead (1981),

Again a group of young
friends find themselves strug-
gling to stay alive in this cab-
in as evil spirits and the dead
claim them. Meant to heighten
the fear and anxiety of the au-
dience, a scene with a young
man trying to kill an already
dead woman with a 2 x 4, only
resulted in laughter as the zom-
bie rocked back and forth like
a weeble wobble saying “You’ll
be dead before dawn, dead be-
fore dawn.” It was enough to
change the direction of the next
movie and create a new king of
B-movies actor Bruce Camp-
bell.

Sucked into a vortex at
the end of Evil Dead II, Ash
Williams (played by Bruce
Campbell) finds himself in me-
dieval times where two war-
ring factions are unknowingly
facing a third, an army of the
dead. This movie became an
instant hit with numerous quot-
able quotes. After being taken
prisoner, Ash first meets with
another prisoner the leader of
one of the factions:

Duke Henry: I am Henry the
Red. Duke of Shale, Lord of
the Northlands and |eader of its
peoples.

Ash: Well hello Mister Fancy
pants. Well, I’ve got news for
you pal, you ain’t leadin’ but
two things, right now: Jack and
shit... and Jack left town.

Taken by the dead and made
their Queen, the princess Ash’s
somewhat love interest, tries to
kill Ash and take the book if the
dead:

Ash: Honey, you got reeeal
ugly!

Army of Darkness is
a must see classic which still
has a strong following and line
of geeky delight merchandise.

Having said all this,
perhaps you are truly one of the
fearless that laugh in the face
of integrals and battery statis-
tic questions. For you a truly
nail biting, hair raising, spine
tingling horror film is what you
seek.

The Death of Death Metal

Opeth Confirms New Direction with “Pale Communion”

Sorry, Bieber fans. This
one’s for the metal crowd.

..Well, sort of. As the
title of this article points out,
there isn’t much metal to be
found on Opeth’s “Pale Com-
munion”. That’s not to say it
isn’t there, but it’s extremely
ScCarce.

Mikael Akerfeldt (the
mastermind of Opeth, Swe-
den’s leaders of heavy music)
has hinted before that he’s
grown bored of doing metal.
The band’s previous album,
Heritage, was not ametal album
by any means, but that didn’t
worry me. This sort of thing
has happened in the past: Opeth
have made a quiet album, only
to return heavier than ever.

However, this new work
could not make Mikael’s hinting
more plain. Gone are the gut-
churning screams and growls
of old, along with the sinister
riffs and most of the double-
bass drumming. Instead, we are
treated with large quantities of
organ-heavy prog rock, along
with Opeth’s famous classical
guitar work and a few jazz fu-
sion elements. Some parts feel
quite similar to Steven Wilson’s
masterpiece “The Raven That
Refused to Sing And Other Sto-
ries”, which isn’t surprising —
after all, Wilson was involved
in the album’s production, and
is known to be best bros with
Mikael. The influence is there
for sure.

So is it bad? No. Just

because it’s not metal doesn’t
mean it’s a bad album, or even
a bad Opeth album. In fact, a lot
of the music was pretty enjoy-
able — but of course something
is missing. Here’s a track-by-
track analysis...the editors are
gonnakill me for sending them
such along article.
#sorrynotsorry

Eternal RainsWill Come
Sick intro to the album, starting
off so suddenly that it feels as
if you’re in the middle of the
song. Dizzy prog-jazz acrobat-
ics give way to a very quiet,
haunting piano piece, which
builds into the main body of the
song. Vocals come in shortly
afterwards, nothing special
but nice enough. Couple vers-
es, then the song builds into a
bridge before letting loose with
a guitar solo. Or so you think...
but it leads into the ending to
the song after fifteen seconds.
Kinda disappointing, I was
starting to fedl it...

Cusp of Eternity

Oh look, a metal riff! Don’t ex-
pect any screaming though, the
singing comes in within a few
bars. The chorus to this song is
wordless, ailmost with aMiddle
Eastern feel to it, and comple-
ments the riff nicely. This is
more of a Dream Theater type
of metal, and I think Mikael re-
alizes it — the lyrics mention a
“scene from a memory”. (Nerd
alert!) I absolutely love the gui-
tar solo here, it’s the first proper
one on the album and it’s awe-
some. The song fades out on the
same wordless chorus. Overall,
probably my favourite song on
the album.

Moon Above, Sun Below
The “epic” on the album at al-
most 11 minutes in length. The

first verses resemble some of
Opeth’s 2008 stuff in terms of
tones and chord progressions.
Chunky riffs soon transition to
some pretty acoustic guitar with
clean lead guitar on top. This
gets heavy again in a couple of
minutes, getting pretty crazy
before again settling back down
to acoustic guitar. Then, a very
low, creepy acappella humming
before turning to an ominous
organ riff. There are a couple of
verses of this, alternating with
an intense chorus. The song
ends with ghostly singing and
piano. Pretty interesting.

Elysian Woes
A quiet little acoustic song,
very thoughtful and melanchol-
ic. It builds up a little toward
the end with some electric gui-
tar and drums. It’s a nice song,
but nothing spectacular.

Goblin

An instrumental! Starts off with
some loose improvised drums
before settling into the main
groove. There is a STRONG
funk/jazz fusion feel here, since
the clavinet is used prominent-
ly. Love it! :D

River

Another acoustic intro. Things
are pretty boring until the
4-minute mark, when the band
kicks into high gear and be-
gins an up-tempo guitar duel,
backed by staccato organ stabs
and frantic drumming. This
turns to something a little heav-
ier, backed by alternating mel-
lotron and organ. Vocals come
back in, and the song ends at
the same energetic pace. So
overall, the song takes a while
to develop, but the midsection
Is one of the best points on the
album.
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Voice of Treason

I think I’ve been listening to
too much rap. My first thought
when hearing this song was that
you could take the intro riff,
loop it, and make a really sick
hip hop beat. It’s got those trap-
style minor-key string stabs, no
guitar, and a bouncy rhythm to
it. The song is largely based
around this one riff, with layers
of acoustic and electric guitar,
keyboards, and vocals piling on
top of it as the song progresses.
Towards the six-minute mark,
things get very dramatic and
grandiose, with lots of epic
string arrangements. However,
it settles back down to thought-
ful vocals and quiet keyboard
within a minute. The song tran-
sitions to the next one with a
buildup of strings.

Faith in Others

A very atmospheric intro with
strings. Thisdrops down for the
verse, then builds into another
wordless chorus with a very
ominous feel to it. The song
sort of stays at the same level
from then on — a few quieter
moments, but overall the same.
Again, very slow and melan-
cholic...and that’s where the al-
bum ends.

Conclusion? Hmm.
Well, let me just say that I think
Mikael Akerfeldt is one of the
most brilliant composers in al
of progressive metal. And I’ve
thought that ever since I dis-
covered Opeth as a young and
angry teenager.

HOWEVER. What
makes Mikael so brilliant is his
control of dynamics. I’'m not
just talking about quietness and
loudness here; I’m talking about
moods. Nobody but Mikael can
make such an abrupt shift from
screaming death metal to folksy
guitar without making it sound
forced. So when I hear this new
Opeth, all I can think is that he’s
stopped using about a third of
the coloursin his palette. Thus,
there isn’t as much variety any-
more.

It’s a very good album
with lots of great music on it,
but those are my feelings. I'm
sure Mikael would tell you that
this is his natural progression
and growth as an artist, and |
respect that.

But I think he’s limiting
himself now, and it’s not just
because I wanna headbang.
